	The Flathead has many acres of stands that were harvested and regenerated 15 to 20 years ago that are at risk of stagnation or reduced vigor. These stands would be thinned to approximately 350 stems per acre using a “best tree” selection system.

	#2 - Flathead Planting
	Full plant and interplant seedlings to meet 250 trees per acre. Tree species to plant include larch, lodgepole, ponderosa pine, Douglas-fir, and spruce. Many sites are at risk of becoming dominated by brush, making tree establishment critical.

	#4 – Logan Thinning
	Dense mixed conifer stands would be logged, leaving approximately 90 trees per acre. Enhance project work would include; cutting trees, yarding and decking trees, as well as piling residual slash to acceptable levels to minimize fuels and fire hazard. Decked logs would then be removed by the purchaser of the commercially valued logs.
